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A covert analytical effort organiged by Gen. Twining and

Dr. Bush acting on the direct orders of the President, ree-
ulted in s preliminary conoensus (19 Jeptember, 1947) that
the disc was most 1ikely a short range reconnaissance eraft,
This conclusicn was based for the moet part on the craft's
size and the apparent 1ack of any identifiadle provisioning.
(See Attachment "D¥.) A similar analysis of the four dead
gccupants was arranged by Dr. Bronk. 1t was the tentative
conclusion of this group (30 Kovember, 1947) that although
thess creatures are human-like in appearance, the biclogical
and evolutionary processes responsidle for their development
has apparently been quits different from those observed or
postulated in homo-sapiens, Dr. Pronk's team haa suggeated
the term "Extra-terreatrial Piological Bntities™, or "EREs",
bes adopted as the astandard term of referencs for these
creaturss until such time as & more definitive designation
can be agreed upon. '

Since 1t 1a virtually certain that these ¢raft do not origin-
ate in any country on earth, considerable speculation has
centared around what their point of origin might be and how
they get here. Mars was and remains a posaibhility, although
some scientists, most notably Dr. Mencel, consider 1t more
1ikely that we are desling with beings from another solar
gystem entirely.

Numerous examples of what appear to be a form of writing
were found in the wreckage. Efforta %o decipher these have
remained largely unsuccessful, (3ee Attachment "E".)
Bqually unsucceseful have been efforts to determine the
method of propulaion or the nature or method of transmission
of the power source involved, Research along thesae lines
has heen complicated dy the complete absence of identifiable
wings, propellers, jets, or other conventional methods of
propulsion and guidance, a3 wall as a total lack of metallic
wiring, vaguuwa tubes, or similar recognizable electronic
components. (See Attachment wpn .} It ie assumed that the
propulsion unit was completely destroyed by the explosion
which caused the c¢raeh.
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
